Article 1
This Agreement has the purpose to promote
scientific, academic, technical and cultural
collaboration  between  Aristotle  University

(Greece) and DagestanState University (Dagestan,
Russia) (hereinafter referred to as both Parties) on
the bases of amicable relations, mutually rewarding
partnership and consent; and this Agreement has the
purpose of professional experts training for both
countries, education  quality improvement,
international cooperation promotion, and contribution
into the friendship between our countries.

Article 2

Both Parties have agreed to collaborate in order to
expand opportunities for development of close
cooperation. The Parties shall enter agreement to
govern the activities considered under this Article 2.
The cooperation may consider the following
activities:

— exchange of academic information and knowledge,
including publications;

— exchange of graduate and undergraduate students,
researchers, teaching staff and staff of
administrative office and technicians for short and

special agreements.

— joint scientific projects agreed by the Parties:

— organization of bilateral workshops, conferences.
discussion groups, etc;

— any other forms of activities to which both Parties
will agree.

Article 3

Both Parties will assume their own expenses in
considering the discretional activities in Article 2. If
the parties determine to move forward with taking
any such activities, then a subsequent agreements is
required, concluded by both Parties in the context of
this Agreement and constituting its integral part.

Article 4

This Agreement is valid for 5 (five) years from the
date of signature and will be extended for the next 5
(five) years after valid-to date if none of the two
Parties informs its partner Party in writing about the
refusal to extend the Agreement on the same terms
no less than 60 (sixty) days before the valid-to date.

Article 5

Each Party will comply with applicable laws
including those governing the content and procedure
for provision of information and other materials for
compliance with patent and other related rights and
export laws and regulations ofGreece and The
Russian  Federation. Applicable laws and
regulations may include but are not limited to, the
Export Administration Regulations, the International
Traffic in Arms Regulations, and the various
economic sanctions regulations administered by the
Department of the Treasury ofGreece and export
laws of The Russian Federation (together "Export
Control Laws"). In the event Export Control Laws
apply to the activities, the Parties shall not exchange
controlled information or technology or otherwise
conduct controlled activities without the authority of
applicable export licenses, agreements or applicable
exemptions or exceptions. The exporting Party or
Party that transfers information and technology to the
other Party is responsible for informing the other
Party about applicable Export Control Laws.

This Agreement is provided to both Parties in
Russian and English languages. In the event of any
inconsistency, the English language version shall
apply and be binding upon the Parties.
